City Auditor Jim Brownlee and Public Works Director Barry Johnson appeared
before the Commission on the proposal from TMI Coating to repair the old
Maintenance Building at 117 8" Street West at a cost of $49,840. City Auditor Jim
Brownlee advised that TMI coating had agreed to a Five Year Warranty rather than a
Three Year Warranty.  After discussion, Commissioner Bennett moved and
Commissioner Schulz seconded to approve the proposal from TMI Coating in the
amount of $49,840. No opposition. Motion carried.

City Auditor Jim Brownlee appeared before the Commission on the recording system
for the Commission Room and advised that only one proposal from Media Link had
been received in the amount of $22,966.37 which did not include electrical work.
After discussion, Commissioner Schulz moved and Commissioner Bennett seconded
to reject this bid and authorize City Auditor Jim Brownlee to re-advertise. No
opposition.
